We are tearing our hair out as we come to terms 
with having to unpick our current year’s pro-
gramme. 
 

“We have discovered that Alresford Town Football 
Club home matches will now be played on Wednes-
day nights and will clash with many of our meetings.  
Plainly this is a problem as on match nights you can’t 
get into the car park at the ARC and the noise on 
and off the pitch makes the evening impossible,” says 
Society Chairman, Sue Gentry.

“We are so grateful to the Bar Manager at the ARC 
who gave us the heads up about the clash, otherwise 
many of our members would have turned up to the 
September meeting and would not even have been 
able to get into the car park.  The whole situation is 
embarrassing and very frustrating for the Society,” 
said Sue.  “Sadly no one from the Football Club has 
shown the slightest regret about the situation or 
apologised for the inconvenience.”
