“Exhibi�ng is terrifying,” said 

Gill, “so why do we do it? 

Promo�on? Baring your soul to 

the world? What if no one likes 

it, or worse is very cri�cal? I 

believe we exhibit our work 

because we are courageous, but 

more than that we simply love 

what we do and hope that 

people will come and at the 

very least love to look. 
 

“Professional ar�sts are 

delighted when they do sell a 

piece,” she said, “likewise, the 

amateur ar�st sits happily in a 

haze of smiley self-belief. It makes it all worthwhile to sell a 

piece, to have a person fall in love with it enough to make a 

connec�on and want to see it every day in their home and it 

changes the percep�on we ar�sts have of ourselves and of 

our work. The studio, whether it be a kitchen table or 

converted barn - can be a place of solace, pleasure and 

achievement, or conversely of frustra�on, even loneliness. 
 

“Here in Alresford we are blessed with many things, one of 

which is undoubtedly The Art Society which since 1965 has 

been suppor�ng, educa�ng, inspiring, helping, promo�ng, 

collabora�ng and offering mee�ngs 

and days out with other ar�sts and 

obviously exhibi�ng - crea�ng a real 

and long-las�ng legacy and ar�s�c 

community,” she declared.
